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GENERAL

The purpose of this section is to set forth in detail the development standards and
restrictions for permitted uses. Such development standards have been developed to
promote the goals, policies, and objectives set forth in the Comprehensive Plan of the
Town of Bargersville.

LOT/YARD REGULATIONS
A. Conflicts

All conflicts concerning lot/yard regulations specified in this section in existence prior
to the time of adoption of this ordinance shall be considered legal nonconforming
lots or structures and are subject to Section 4.3 of this ordinance.

B. Setbacks

No building or structure shall be erected, altered, enlarged, or reconstructed unless such
improvement conforms with the yard regulations of the District in which it is located as
follows:

1. R-1 SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL

a. Minimum front yard.

1. There shall be provided a front yard along every front lot line. A front
yard shall be not less than 40 feet depth, unless 40 percent or more of the
foot frontage on the same side of the street between two intersecting
streets is improved with buildings that have observed a front yard line
having a variation in depth of not more than ten feet, in which case no
building shall project beyond the average front yard line so established, but
this regulation shall not be interpreted to require a front yard of more than 25
percent of the depth of the lot.

2. On a through lot, the required front yard shall be provided
on both streets.

b. Minimum side yard

A side yard shall be provided along each side lot line. Each side yard shall be not
less than twelve (12) feet on one side, fifteen (15) feet on the other side, for an
aggregate minimum of twenty-seven (27) feet. Accessory structures located in
rear yards may be located within 6° of side lot line.

¢. Minimum rear yard

There shall be provided a rear yard along every rear lot line. A rear yard shall not

be less than 30 feet. Rear yards shall not apply to through lots. Accessory
structures located in rear yards may be located within 6° of rear lot line.

Minimum front yard

1. There shall be provided a front yard along every front lot line. A front
yard shall be not less than 25 feet, unless 40 percent or more of the foot
frontage on the same side of the street between two intersecting streets is
improved with buildings that have observed a front yard line having a
variation in depth of not more than ten feet, in which case no building
shall project beyond the average front yard line so established, but this
regulation shall not be interpreted to require a front yard of more than 25
percent of the depth of the lot.

2. On a through lot, the required front yard shall be provided on both streets.
Minimum side yard
A side yard shall be provided along each side lot line. Each side yard shall be

not less than ten (10) feet. Accessory structures located in rear yards may be
located within 6° of side lot line.

Minimum rear yard

There shall be provided a rear yard along every rear lot line. A rear yard shall not
be less than thirty (30) feet. Rear yards shall not apply to through lots. .
Accessory structures located in rear yards may be located within 6° of rear lot
line.

APARTMENT DISTRICT

Minimum front yard

¢. Minimum rear yard

The regulations governing rear yards in the R-3 district apply.

5. C3 COMMERCIAL DISTRICT

a. Minimum front yard

There shall be provided a front yard along every front lot line. A front yard shall
be not less than 25 feet.

b. Minimum side yard

If the entire block is C-3, none required. If adjoining residential district, a side
yard shall be provided of not less than five (5) feet.

¢. Minimum rear yard

There shall be provided a rear yard along every rear lot line. A rear yard shall not
be less than six (6) feet. Rear yards shall not apply to through lots.

6. C-2 SPECIAL COMMERCIAL DISTRICT
a. Minimum front yard

There shall be provided a front yard along every front lot line, A front yard shall
be not less than 100 feet

b. Minimum side yard

If the entire block is C-2, none required. If adjoining residential district, a side
yard shall be provided of not less than five (5) feet.

¢. Minimum rear yard

None required.

7. C-1 GENERAL COMMERCIAL DISTRICT
a. Minimum front yard

The regulations governing rear yards in the R-3 district apply.

b. Minimum side yard
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
