Section VI - Planned Development

GENERAL

A'

Intent of Planned Development Districts

The purposes of these regulations are to provide greater design
flexibility in the development of land when consistent with the
Comprehensive Plan and intent of the Zoning Ordinance. Planned
Development regulations are not intended to circumvent traditional
zoning requirements. The use of Planned Development zoning
classifications shall be considered when the use of such
regulations promotes a harmonious variety of uses, and/or provides for
an economy of shared services and faciliti¢s, and/or are compatible
with surrounding areas and/or foster the creation of attractive,
healthful, efficient and stable environments for living, shopping or
working.

The Planned Development regulations and procedures may apply to
the development of existing developed lands, or vacant lands, and
may apply to small and large scale parcels and their relationship
with other surrounding uses and the overall characteristic of the
area in which it is located.

Planned Development regulations are intended to encourage
innovations in land development techniques so that the growing
demands of the community may be met with greater flexibility and
variety in type, design and layout of sites and buildings and by
the conservation and more efficient use of open spaces and other
amenities generally enhancing the quality of life.

Planned Development projects should also encourage a more
efficient use of land, which reflects the changes in the technology
of land development, so that resulting benefits may accrue to the
community at large. Examples of this concept would include the
preservation of existing trees and the inclusion of recreation areas
within new subdivisions.

PUD - Planned Unit Development

The purpose of a PUD District is to promote the progressive
development of land and construction thereon. Planned Unit
Developments are large-scale developments incorporating a variety
of residential uses with related recreational, business, commercial,
or industrial uses which are planned and developed as a single unit.
A PUD shall be a separate entity with a distinct character in
harmony with surrounding development. The regulations
controlling a PUD within each zoning district are intended to have
enough flexibility to produce:
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1. A maximum choice in the types of living environments;

2. Open space and recreational areas directly related to the
intended users and if permitted as part of the project, more
convenience in the location of accessory commercial uses
and services;

3. A development pattern which preserves and utilizes natural
topography and geologic features, scenic vistas, trees and
other vegetation, and prevents erosion and the disruption of
natural drainage patterns;

4. A development of stable character in harmony with the land
use density, transportation facilities, and communities
facilities objectives of the comprehensive plan;

5. A more desirable environment than would be possible
through the strict application of other sections of this
Ordinance.

B. General Provisions
The following general provisions apply to Planned Developments:

All Planned Developments will provide additional amenities,
development enhancements, and design elements that exceed the
requirements of traditional zoning categories.

Planned developments will generally only be considered for tracts
of developments of one-hundred (100) or more acres.

Insertion of small Planned Developments into previously approved
developments is discouraged. (*Note: See Footnote 1)

In cases where Planned Developments are proposed that increase
the development density, the applicant shall commit to enhanced
development standards in exchanged for increased density in
development. (*Note: See Footnote 2)"

Footote 1.- Small Planned Developments of 5-10 acres effectively allows developers to insert a
PUD into other previously approved developments with lots of 5-10 acres, which the Plan
Commission seeks to discourage. These are explanations for the requirements set forth in the PD
ordinance. it is recommended such explanations are reflected in the comprehensive plan as opposed
to being inserted into the planned development ordinance.
